•  Diffusely	
  distributed	
  pafern	
  of	
  ver1cally	
  oriented	
  firm	
  
trabeculae	
  and	
  a	
  lance-­‐like	
  deposi1on	
  of	
  fibrin	
  that	
  
involves	
  the	
  full	
  thickness	
  of	
  the	
  placenta.	
  	
  

	
  
•  Typically,	
  the	
  placenta	
  is	
  small	
  for	
  gesta1onal	
  age,	
  
however,	
  the	
  placenta	
  may	
  be	
  of	
  normal	
  or	
  even	
  
increased	
  weight	
  due	
  to	
  the	
  presence	
  of	
  abundant	
  
fibrin,	
  as	
  was	
  seen	
  in	
  the	
  case	
  presented.
